Dear Chairman Gonzales, 

Prior to 2018, Sonoma County Fair was allocated three weeks of racing during the summer fair circuit. 
For 2023, we propose the return of our third week of racing. Our meet would begin on July 26th and 
end on August 15th (see attached calendar). The first week’s racing would run concurrent with 
livestock shows and festival entertainment, and the final two weeks of racing would run with the full 
fair. 

We have argued for an additional week of racing for a number of years, without success. We believe 
that our arguments are sound, and that they worth making again. 

• Our on-track attendance and handle have consistently been higher than those in Sacramento. 
This year we had an on-track attendance increase of 17.6% over our last fair meet in 2019. 
Sonoma County residents continue to support live racing. Strong attendance is important in 
creating new race fans, which has always been a goal of the racing fairs. 

• On average, Sonoma County Fair generates higher purses than any other fair. We feel that a 
three week meet will further strengthen purse generation and allow us to continue to pay 
some of the highest purses in the fair circuit. 

• The Sonoma County Fair made a significant investment in Fair racing by installing a turf 
course; the only one in the Northern California fair racing circuit. To ensure the utmost safety 
of our horses and jockeys, we have added a new state-of-the-art Duralock turf rail. A three 
week meet will help Santa Rosa continue to fund facility improvements and maintain its level 
of excellence. 

• The horsemen have expressed to management that they would like to run for three weeks 
again in Santa Rosa. More specifically, they have commented on the excellent condition and 
safety of both our dirt and turf surfaces, the quality of facility accommodations, and the 
temperate climate that is more like that of Golden Gate Fields.

Re: Humboldt County Fair Plea to End Overlap Race Dates in 2023, 
for our 127th year of Hosting Live Racing 

Dear Members of the Racing Dates Committee: 

On behalf of the people of Humboldt County, the live racing fans ofNorthern California and 
for the betterment of the spmi, we respectfully request that 2023 be the year that the CHRB 
recognizes two inescapable realities: 

1. Declining horse populations cannot suppmi two venues naming at the same time in 
the same region, and; 

2. Given rising costs and need to offer competitive purse structures, no live race meet in 
California can self-sustain without host status cormnissions and the c01Tesponding 
contributions toward purses. 

Overlap Targets HCF by Luring Horses Competing on Fair Circuit. 

During the overlapped weekend, GGF ran 158 horses that had previously made a stmi. 
Of those, 137 had run their last race on the Fair Circuit. Those horses comprised 87% of the 
GGF entries during the overlapped week and raced at other fairs but bypassed HCF due to the 
overlap. 

As a result, HCF had 14 races with 4 horses, twice as many as 2021. Four horse fields 
eliminate handle for exotic and show wagers. Racing without overlap would increase the 
number of horses migrating to HCF and reduce small field sizes.

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Humboldt remains an important gateway for new owners, trainers, and horses from 
Oregon and those new to the spmi. Eclipse award winning owners (Allen Aldrich) and breeders 
(Steve Coburn) started out at the I-ICF and remain staunch supporters. Nationally prominent 
track announcers Frank Mirahmadi and Chris Griffin honed their craft from the Ferndale 
announcer's booth. 

Live Racing Fosters New Fans, Owners, and Interest in the Sport. 

Our HCF published attendance numbers for overlapped Saturday, August 28, 2022, were 
5,016 (see attached chati). There were over 7,000 paid admissions and an additional 2,500 in 
VIP Pass Admissions. The fans overflowed and the energy was palpable. 

That same GGF day, August 28, 2022, their published attendance was 807 (see attached 
chart). 

On the overlapped Sunday, August 29, 2022, our HCF attendance was listed as 
"unavailable". However, the stands were again overflowing, the 9-race card was exciting to all 
in attendance. Handle was up nearly 70% from the day before (see attached chmi). 

For the three days of overlap GGF had published attendance of351 (8/26/22), 807 
(8/27/22) and 510 (8/28/22) for a total of 1,668 for three days. HCF eclipsed that cumulative 
attendance number each and every day, sepm·ately, during the overlap period. 

It is compelling to look at the attached pictures from the live racing at the HCF during the 
overlap period in contrast to live pictures of the lack of crowd at GGF during the overlap (see 
attached photos). 

Financial Necessity Mandates All Meets Race Without Overlap. 

All other meets in the State race without any overlap in their region. Costs of conducting 
live racing, labor, insurance, maintenance, and insurance continue to rise. 

CARP expenses to HCF are the smne as they are to Alameda, Fresno and Sacramento 
Fairs. There is no relief from those expenses during our week with overlap. 

AB 763 monies are insufficient to put a dent in those costs. 

Every other California race meet relies on host status to cover those expenses. 
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This 127-year-old tradition needs to be perpetuated and deserves your consideration for 
having both weeks without overlap. The community is sustained by the fair related revenue and 
racing fans, new and old alike, and the region should not be left without a live racing venue. 

In Mitigation, GGF Now has the Most Lucrative Betting Weekend of the Summer. 

Beginning in 2022, Del Mar moved its Pacific Classic weekend to Labor Day, a weekend 
when GGF races without overlap. Previously the Pacific Classic was during the HCP meet. This 
should make up for any revenue lost by GGF for no longer sharing a week with I-ICF. 

The Community Has Been Tenacious about Sustaining Live Racing and their Facility. 

Live racing is vital to the Humboldt County economy. Sponsors, racing fans and 
individuals raised well over $80,000 through the Ferndale Jockey Club and other fund-raising 
efforts to make up for their losses in conducting a live meet with overlap. Those monies were 
invested in assisting trainers with horse transpmtation, licensing, insurance, and racing incentives 
to supplement the fair horses electing to run at GGF during the overlap. 

This locally sponsored fund contributed $7,000 for a qumier horse stakes race, $2,000 for 
each maiden race and $2,000 for a non-winner in 2022 race. Attending horsemen, and their staff 
were treated to a fish fry, BBQ and received VIP status allowing them to feast on a lavish spread 
provided each race day in a designated VIP area. 

The track, once again, was in impeccable condition, with no break down or incidents. 
Investments have been made to improve the stables, paddock, Winner's Circle, safety railings, 
and other improvements to ensure the quality of the facility going forward. 

This should be the year that the CI-IRB takes the appropriate step of allowing I-ICF two 
weeks without overlap and with host status. The I-ICF cannot sustain with rising prices and an 
overlapped week where their expenses greatly exceed their revenue. The five remaining live 
racing fairs are important to the future of racing in the Northern California region. When I-ICF 
races without overlap, it contributes over $200,000 per week to the CARP consolidated purse 
fund. Those funds are crucial to sustaining each of the remaining CARP fairs. 

No live racing community has done more, per capita, than the supporters of the I-ICF, and 
yet, no live racing venue is more at risk solely due to the antiquated policy of allowing GGF to 
run a week in overlap with the I-ICF. Perpetuation of a racing schedule that allows any regional 
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overlap makes no economic sense and unnecessarily hastens the closure of the 127 year live 
racing tradition in Ferndale. 

Your careful consideration ofour request is critically impmiant to the future of live 
racing in Humboldt County and in the four other remaining racing fairs as well. It would be our 
fervent desire that sometime, someway, each ofyou could experience the incomparable magic of 
a live race day at Ferndale. It remains the last boutique venue in California for live racing as it 
was always meant to be.

Alameda County Fair Racing Accident Procedures 

In case of an accident on the racetrack, the following procedures are to be implemented: 

Track Ambulance 

The track ambulance will travel immediately to the scene of an accident and assume 
triage and patient care responsibilities and evacuate. 

Security 

1. As soon as possible, a member of the track security staff shall report to the scene of 
the accident and thereafter take direction from the EMT responsible for the accident 
scene management.  The track security representative shall be responsible for keeping 
bystanders away from the accident scene. 

2. A member of the track security staff shall proceed to the Jockey’s Room to secure the 
ambulance transfer area and prevent visitation from bystanders away from the accident 
area. 

3. A member of the track security staff shall be responsible for escorting emergency 
vehicles. 

4. The security staff shall be responsible for all “crowd control” activities. 

Racing Staff/Track Veterinarian 

1. Upon arrival at the scene, the Outrider should hold the injured horse in order to 
prevent further harm to people, horses and property. 

2. Horses with severe injuries should be transported off the track via the horse 
ambulance whenever it is practical to do so. 

3. The track veterinarian shall make the decision as to the necessity of euthanasia on the 
track. 

4. The screen blocking the public’s view of the injured horse shall be set-up prior to the 
euthanasia procedure. 

5. Outriders are responsible for the removal of any debris from the racetrack following 
the removal of the injured person or horse from the track. 



    
 

 

 

 

  

 

Plant Staff 

1. The Horse Ambulance shall travel immediately to the scene of an accident whenever it 
appears that a horse will require transport. 

2. Members of the plant department who are near the accident site shall assist in 
screening the accident scene from the public view and shall take direction from the EMT 
that is responsible for the management of the accident scene. 

Announcer 

The announcer shall make riders aware of the details of the situation (such as the location 
of a loose horse, the necessity to pull up, etc), enabling them to take the necessary steps 
to mitigate additional problems. 

Senior Management 

1. A senior management representative should quickly proceed to the location on the 
racetrack where the accident has occurred.  The manager should report to other members 
of the management team as to the accident status. 

2. An additional member of the management team should report to the video department 
in order to monitor the scene and determine the extent of video coverage to be 
transmitted to the public. 

3. A member of the management team should provide input as to announcements to be 
made by the track announcer. 

4. A member of the senior management team should be responsible for seeing that 
information regarding the accident is communicated to family members of the injured. 
Efforts need to be made to escort family members to the hospital, if necessary.  In this 
regard, a current compilation as to who should be notified in the case of an injured jockey 
is kept on file. 

5. All public address announcements and responses to press inquiries are within the sole 
purview of the senior member of the management team then available. 

All Department Heads 

All Department heads shall communicate to their employees that, although intentions are 
good, the treatment of the injured rider must be left up to trained personnel, and all other 
employees must stay away from the scene of an accident.

The share of costs attributed to each of the tracks is based upon a percentage of handle 
in the applicable California zones that would otherwise be payable as thoroughbred 
purses and track commissions.

Carrie Fawcett, Stable Superintendent, provides a list of starters to William Camilo Lopez 
Security Lieutenant which includes the following information:

2. Name of trainer 
3. Barn number 
4. Stall number 

Supplemental security staff, provided by a licensed security contractor and licensed by 
the CHRB, are called in the morning of the race to meet with the Stable Security 
Lieutenant for the following instruction: 

A. An overview of the race track operating procedures 
B. A briefing of their duties throughout the day 
C. All guards are asked to sign out for their specific video camera 
D. A form is provided by the CHRB to each guard which is to be signed by the 

attending veterinarian when administering medication to bleeders. 
E. Each guard is given a video camera to record ALL activities involving 

individuals entering and exiting their assigned stall. Instruction is given to 
first record the posted number on the stall to confirm that the camera is 
directed at the assigned horse. 

F. Instruction is given to monitor any and all suspicious activity and to contact 
Public Safety Director if and when suspicious activity occurs. 

G. Guards are instructed to position themselves as close to the horse�s stall 
without jeopardizing safety. 

H. The horse and handler will be followed on foot by each guard to the 
receiving barn before the race. 

I. After all horses are safely in the receiving barn, the guards are instructed to 
meet in the Security office with the Public Safety Director. The guards sign 
that they have returned their video camera and participate in a discussion of 
the day�s surveillance activities.

RACE TR.ACK EMERGENCY MEDICAL PROTOCOL 

Golden Gate Fields has had a long term relationship with Ulysses Cotroneo Owner of 
Medic Staffing LLC and track physician, Dr. David Seftel who both provide emergency 
medical care for jockeys and riders. Not only has Golden Gate Fields given superior 
medical service in emergency situations over the past 18 years with its current practices, 
we also have a Medical Clinic located in close proximity to the race track and the paddock 
and employ a track physician during live racing. 

This report includes a historical synopsis of Golden Gate Fields emergency medical 
providers along with our long established Emergency Medical Protocol in order to 
illustrate the success that Golden Gate Fields has had in providing emergency care during 
morning training and live racing hours. 

MEDIC STAFFING LLC AMBULANCE STANDARD OPERATING PROCEDURES 

During live racing hours: The track ambulance is to respond to fallen jockeys and access 
their condition to determine if injuries are: 

� Life Threatening - Requires immediate notification to the Albany Fire 
Department via cell phone and to Dr. David Seftel via radio transmission 

Non-Life Threatening - Jockey/Rider can be transported to the Jockey's Room or Medical 
Clinic, based upon the decision of the track physician. Following removal from the race 
track, the physician will determine the level of treatment on-site and the need for 
transport to a hospital for follow-up treatment. If the track physician is unavailable 
when responding to a fallen jockey, the Medic Staffing Ambulance personnel shall follow 
the same procedures as for life threatening injuries by calling the Albany Fire Department 
at 911. 

� At no time is the ambulance to leave Golden Gate Fields for transport. 

During morning training hours: For injuries to a jockey/rider during morning workouts, 
ambulance personnel shall take into consideration the degree of jockey/rider injuries. If 
transport is necessary, contact the Albany Fire Department for transport. 

SHIFT PROCEDURES 
Medic Staffing Ambulance personnel are to be dressed and ready for work no later than 15 
minutes before the shift start time. The first person to arrive at the race track is to pick 
up the radios and keys to the ambulance from the Main Stable Gate security office. 
Personnel must be positioned at the Horsemen's Cafe no less than five (5) minutes before 
the shift start. 



    

           
     

  

                 
               

                 
  

                  
             

               
                

                  
             

             
                

               
       

       
     

TRAINING HOURS (A.M. SHIFT) 

PLACEMENT OF AMBULANCE: Horsemen's Cafe in barn area (close proximity to 
race track and Gap gate). 

FALLEN JOCKEY/RIDER 

If there is a loose horse on the track, that indicates that the jockey/rider has fallen of 
his/her horse. The rotating red light above the clocking tower will be activated and there 
will be flashing lights along the inside rail of the race track to warn riders of an 
emergency situation. 

During the morning shift, there will be two (2) Outriders on the track. If there is a fallen 
jockey/rider, Medic Staffing Ambulance personnel will be contacted by radio by one of 
the Outriders as to the location of the fallen jockey/rider. The ambulance will be driven 
from its stationary position at the Horsemen's Cafe in the Barn Area, which is in close 
proximity to the track, to the location of the fallen rider (if unsure, refer to map in the 
ambulance). Ambulance personnel will follow the direction of the Outrider on the track. 

If necessary, contact the Albany Fire Department by using the provided ambulance cell 
phone. If the cell phone is inoperable, radio the Main Stable Gate and instruct them to 
call the Albany Fire Department. Ensure that Albany F.D. knows where to meet the track 
ambulance, i.e. Horsemen's Cafe, Corporation Yard, etc. 

A "FIRST RESPONDER FORM" MUST BE COMPLETED

LIVE RACING (P.M. SHIFT) 

PLACEMENT OF AMBULANCE: Medic Staffing Ambulance Service personnel 
picks up the daily program at the stable area Walk-In Gate or the Judge's Van to assist 
ambulance personnel with the placement of the ambulance on the race track for each 
race. 

FALLEN JOCKEY: It is the responsibility of the ambulance passenger to watch the 
jockeys and the horses. It is the driver's responsibility to drive at a safe speed and 
distance behind the jockeys and horses during each race. The jockeys, when involved in 
an accident, will go down very fast so stay back approximately 35 to 45 yards. If a 
jockey falls down, contact Albany Fire Department and then notify Dr. Seftel by radio of 
and his/her condition immediately. 

CAUTION: Watch for riders and horses coming back around the track. You 
have less than one (1) minute to move the jockey safely to the outside rail or 
under the inside rail. Keep the ambulance parked on the outside rail at all times, 
unless you know there is no danger of horses coming back around the track. 

If a jockey refuses treatment, advise Track Physician, Dr. Seftel that you are returning the 
jockey to the Jockey's Room, then give the Doctor an updated patient assessment. 

The track physician at Golden Gate Fields provides a comprehensive set of services pre, 
intra and post daily racing periods that serve to ensure the health and safety of jockeys 
working at our facility. This set of services has enabled Golden Gate Fields to ensure 
100% jockey survival in the face of severe injury with the best possible long term 
outcomes. 

Pre-racing period 
1. The track physician examines and certifies jockeys as fit to ride ona daily basis. 
2. The track physician examines and treats jockeys for all medical conditions within 

his scope of practice to ensure they are healthy and fit to ride. 
3. Dietary advice and weight-maintenance counseling are provided on an ongoing 

basis. Follow-up to prior jockey injuries are made and coordination with Worker's 
Compensation providers is facilitated. 

4. The track physician monitors activities both in the paddock area and during the 
post parade via television monitors or trackside, in concert with track security 
officers and the Stewards. 

5. The physician is available on radio and personal cell phone at all times. During 
designated times, the track physician performs annual physical examinations that 



            
  

             
          

            
      

 
              

             
   

                
               

               
  

              
       

             
            
     

             
       

             
             

       
            

     
             

           
            

         
               

           
   

              
              

             
               

              
             

             
           

   
            

 
           

              
          

             
          

include blood testing and drug testing as proscribed by the California Horse 
Racing Board. 

6. If specialist care is required the track physician coordinates referrals and ensures 
follow-up. The track physician monitors environmental health in the jockey's 
room and other areas of jockey activity and makes recommendations to track 
management regarding any areas of concern. 

Intra-racing period 
1. During the race the track physician closely observes the movement of all the 

riders either via multiple monitors in the medical clinic or trackside from an 
appropriate vantage point. 

2. In the event of an accident the track physician proceeds directly to the scene as 
expeditiously as possible - either on foot or golf cart if the incident is within close 
range of the clinic or via the veterinary van that proceeds immediately to pick him 
up trackside. 

3. At the scene of the accident the track physician leads the resuscitation and 
stabilization efforts assisted by the ambulance crew. 

4. A preliminary assessment of severity and injury areas is dispatched to the 
Stewards via radio and the decision to summon outside ambulance services for 
transport to hospital is made. 

5. Once stabilized, the jockey/s are transported to the trackside medical clinic where 
further care can be administered as required. 

6. A portable kit containing all the required medicines and equipment for advanced 
life support measures is available in the ambulance and the same set of 
capabilities is available in the medical clinic. 

7. Adrenaline, intravenous fluids, oxygen tanks and a defibrillator are available to 
manage respiratory and cardiac arrest. 

8. Once outside ambulance services arrive at the clinic, the track physician gives 
report to the accepting team of paramedics, provides jockey demographics and 
insurance information and assists in preparing the jockey for transport to the 
appropriate hospital -Alameda County Medical Center in Oakland, CA. 

9. Once the jockey/s are en-route to the hospital, the track physician makes a direct 
physician-to-physician call to the Attending Physician in Charge of the receiving 
hospital emergency room. 

10. During this call the track physician provides a clear description of the mechanism 
of the accident, the velocity, his preliminary findings in the field and all steps 
taken in preparation to dispatch, in addition to pertinent past medical and surgical 
history, with a special emphasis on avoiding tests such as the use of contrast dyes 
in imaging studies like CT scans that might prove harmful to a particular jockey. 

11. On arrival in the emergency room (ER), the track physician maintains contact 
with ER staff to ensure that expeditious and appropriate care is rendered and 
contacts and communicates with family members regarding status and plans for 
the injured party. 

12. If outside referrals or consultations are required, the track physician facilitates 
these. 

13. The track physician completes Worker's Compensation Form DWCl and the 
Doctors First Report of Injury and transmits these to the responsible parties in the 
emergency room as well as to the Worker's Compensation carrier. 

14. The track physician provides report to the Board of Ste.wards and track 
management on the diagnosis and current status of injured jockeys. 



 
             

              
 

         
               

            
       

        
            

           
             

    
             

             
               

               
      

             
              

            
       

  

  
     

   

Post-racing period 
1. The track physician completes all medical reports and provides post-race care to 

jockeys who seek medical attention for any ancillary issues that arise during the race 
day. 

2. Medical clinic supplies inventory and replenishing are performed. 
3. In the case of severe jockey injury, the track physician proceeds to the emergency 

room responsible for care to evaluate and assist in care coordination, planning, 
decision making and communication with family members. 

Dr. Seftel's Recommendations for Optimal Jockey Trackside Care 
1. With regard to optimal accident responsiveness and care the best approach 

features trained professionals working in close collaboration with track security . 
2. Ambulance crews should have at least one paramedic trained and skilled in 

advanced life support measures. 
3. A portable kit containing all the required medications and equipment should be 

available on the ambulance and similar supplies should be available in the clinic. 
4. Track medical and security personnel should perform drills on at least a 6 month 

basis to ensure that all skills are kept current and that all allied personnel are 
familiar with optimal policies and protocols. 

Golden Gate Fields believes its long standing procedures using a BLS ambulance staffed 
with a Paramedic and an EMT (IA) combined with an on-site physician during live 
racing capable of providing advanced life support immediately after all accidents has 
consistently provided our jockeys with outstanding care.

If the injuries are deemed less severe, the jockey(s) or exercise rider(s) will be 
transported by the GGF Human Ambulance to an off-track location for pick-up by 
the City of Albany Fire Dept. ambulance; or, 

If the injuries are deemed severe and the jockey(s) or exercise rider(s) cannot 
be moved, the City of Albany Fire Dept. ambulance will be escorted by GGF 
security personnel directly onto the track for patient pickup. 

The incident must be reported immediately to the appropriate CHSA representative;

Should the GGF Human Ambulance need to leave the track premises, for whatever reason(s), all morning training must 
be delayed until a city-chartered or other substitute ambulance is on-site and available for on-track medical service.

COMBINED 2021-2022 RACE MEETINGS IN THE AMOUNT OF $4,000 TO FIVE 

BENEFICIARIES 

Regular Board Meeting 
September 15, 2022 

ISSUE 

WatchandWager.com, LLC (Watch and Wager) is requesting approval to distribute race 
day charity proceeds generated at two live race meetings for the period of October 27, 
2021, through December 21, 2021, and from December 22, 2021, through May 10, 2022. 
The combined race meetings statutory distribution is $1,036.57.  Watch and Wager is 
proposing to supplement the 2021-2022 combined race day charity proceeds and 
increase the distribution by $2,963.43, and distribute a total of $4,000, to five 
beneficiaries. The charitable organizations selected and amounts to be distributed are 
listed on the attachment. Staff notes that 100 percent of the proposed charity distributions 
are made to equine related charity organizations. 

BACKGROUND 

Business and Professions Code section 19550 states the Board shall require each 
licensed racing association that conducts 14 or less weeks of racing to designate three 
racing days, and each licensed racing association that conducts more than 14 weeks of 
racing to designate five racing days during any one meeting, to be conducted as charity 
days by the licensee for the purpose of distribution of the net proceeds there from to 
beneficiaries through the distribution agent. No racing association shall be required to pay 
to a distributing agent for the purpose of distribution to beneficiaries more than an amount 
equal to two-tenths of one percent of the association’s total on-track handle on live races 
conducted by the association at the meeting.  Business and Professions Code section 
19555 requires that proceeds are to be distributed to beneficiaries within 12 calendar 
months after the last day of the meet during which charity days were conducted.  Business 
and Professions Code section 19556 provides that the distributing agent shall make the 
distribution to beneficiaries qualified under this article.  At least 30 percent of the 
distribution shall be made to charities associated with the horse racing industry. An 
additional five percent shall be paid to a welfare fund and another five percent shall be 
paid to a non- profit corporation, the primary purpose of which is to assist horsemen and 
backstretch personnel who are being affected adversely as a result of alcohol or 
substance abuse.  In addition to the above distributions, a separate 20 percent shall be 
made to a nonprofit corporation or trust, the directors or trustees of which shall serve 
without compensation except for reimbursement for reasonable expenses, and which has 
as its sole purpose the accumulation of endowment funds, the income on which shall be 
distributed to qualified disabled jockeys.

Code section 19481.3, maintain, staff, and supply an on-track first aid facility, which may be either permanent or mobile, that 
shall be staffed and equipped as directed by the Board. A qualified and licensed physician shall be on duty at all times during 
live racing, except that this provision shall not apply to any Quarter Horse racing at the racetrack if there is a hospital situated 
no more than 1.5 miles from the racetrack and the racetrack has an agreement with the hospital to provide emergency medical 
services to jockeys and riders. An ambulance licensed to operate on public highways provided by the track shall be available 
at all times during live racing and shall be staffed by two emergency medical technicians licensed in accordance with Division 
2.5 (commencing with Section 1797) of the Health and Safety Code, one of whom may be an Emergency Medical Technician 
Paramedic, as defined in section 1797.84 of the Health and Safety Code.

The Del Mar Thoroughbred Club (DMTC) is committed to the overall health and safety of the 
riding professionals that are valued members of the racing community and DMTC. A large part of this 
commitment is the provision of professional medical and first aid services, should a jockey need to 
avail themselves of such services or be involved in an accident that requires first aid or emergency 
medical aid. DMTC takes their role in providing first aid and emergency medical care and 
transportation, when required, seriously. This program defines the plan elements and procedures 
DMTC will follow, should such events occur where medical aid becomes necessary. 

DMTC maintains licensed medical and first aid professionals that comply with the levels 

licensed physician and medical assistants, who are on duty during live racing. DMTC maintains 
two Advanced Life Support Ambulances. At minimum each ambulance is staffed by a 
Paramedic and a certified Emergency Medical Technician (EMT). In addition, municipal fire 
department, with paramedic and EMT services are readily available as these services are co-
located with the track. 

DMTC participates in the Jockey Information Health System through In Compass. All Medical 
Doctors and the Risk Management Department have access to this program. 

The medical doctors staffing the on-site clinic can access medical information for those jockeys 
who participate in the program. 

When a jockey, who participates in the program, is injured on track, the DMTC Risk 

with Work Comp contact information is then sent with the Jockey to the hospital and/or faxed 
directly to the hospital emergency room. 

DMTC maintains a working relationship with two area hospitals, both members of the Scripps 
Hospital and Healthcare family of operations. The hospitals are found in either La Jolla, just 
south of the DMTC track, or Encinitas, just north of the track, both are Level 2 trauma hospitals. 
Most often our riders are transported to Scripps La Jolla. However, should a level 1 hospital be 
necessary the base hospital (La Jolla) would direct EMS to the nearest level 1 facility as part of 
the San Diego County Trauma System. 
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a. The Scripps triage and base station is 
determined transport is necessary, hospital will be contacted immediately by the 
Medical Clinic Staff, Paramedics or Risk Management. 

b. Riders will be transported to Scripps La Jolla unless base station determines 
alternate site is necessary. All decisions on where a rider will be seen are made by 
Scripps La Jolla at the time of a reported incident. DMTC will not know where a rider 
is being taken until such time that transport has been initiated and we are advised as 
to which facility they are directed to.

a. The DMTC Risk Manager serves as the Safety Manager and coordinator of the Jockey 
medical treatment and on-track accident program. 

b. DMTC also maintains an Assistant Safety and Health Manager (the Risk Management 
Supervisor) during the live meet period in the event the Safety Manager is 
unavailable. 

c. Both the Risk Manager and the Risk Manager Supervisor can be reached at the 
following extensions, Ext. 4233 or Ext. 3225 respectively or via radio on the Official 
Channel as Risk 1 and Risk 2. As needed, the DMTC Operator or security Dispatch 
can assist with obtaining alternate contact numbers as well. 

a. Physician - Services for the on-site medical clinic are contracted through Del Mar 
Doxxs. During all live racing periods there will a licensed physician and medical 
assistant on duty. 

b. 
Medical Technicians are on site at all times that either training or live racing is taking 
place. During Training hours there will be one ALS ambulance and one team which 
includes one, at a minimum (1) Paramedic and one (1) Certified Emergency Medical 
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Technician on site at all times. During live racing there will be two ALS ambulances, 
which will include two (2) Paramedics and two (2) Certified Emergency Medical 
Technicians on site. Unit 9 will follow the field during live racing, Unit 9A will cover 
the paddock during pre-race activities and cover the starting gates at mile starts as 
well as turf chute starts. serve as a back up to Unit9. Both teams will maintain radio 
contact with the officials and security dispatch at all times. (Depending on staffing 
for the day there may be times when two paramedics are on a rig). 

c. Municipal Response Capabilities- DMTC is located on a State of California Fairgrounds. 
As such, we enjoy the benefits of the Del Mar Fire Department municipal fire service 
and Paramedic and Emergency Medical Technicians that are stationed on the 
grounds. If the on-site station has responded to an off-site emergency, Nor Com 
dispatch will send the closest responding unit available. On track Paramedics have 
the capability of calling Nor Com directly should back up be necessary. 

a. 
Services provider who provides ALS on-track emergency medical response. San 
Diego County requires all transports, except life threatening situations to be handled 
by the CSA-17 provider. Anytime a rider requires transport, Nor Com is notified by 
Security Dispatch

Both Official Channel and Dispatch 
Channel will be monitored at all times. 
Medical Clinic will be assigned one radio and will maintain contact with security dispatch at all 
times. 
DMTC security dispatch will monitor the official channel at all times. 
Safety and Health Program Manager and Assistant will monitor the official channel at all times. 
Both individuals will be available either on site or via cell phone 24 hours a day during the live 
meet. 

During training periods, Advanced Life Support Unit 9 will determine the nature and extent of 
any injuries and whether transport to a medical facility is necessary, 

The DMTC Security Dispatch will be notified immediately of any rider incident on-track or 
otherwise during training periods and will assist EMS provider with securing additional medical 
help for transport to area hospital when necessary. 

Municipal units will meet on-track unit at the transfer point to secure injured rider and 
transport to one of designated hospital. 

Incidents with injuries not requiring transport to one of the local hospitals identified within this 
program will be treated on-track or at the DMTC first aid clinic based upon Paramedic 
judgment. 

Any on-track accidents during training periods will be immediately reported to Security 
dispatch. Safety Manager, Assistant and/or Backside Investigator should be notified 
immediately so they may conduct a review of the incident and follow up with any additional 
reporting as might be required. 

Unit 9A will be situated in the paddock area during pre race activities to respond to an 
emergency occurring in the paddock area. 

Unit 9A will follow the field from the paddock down the horse walk and continue to observe 
through the post parade. 

Should an emergency occur Security Dispatch will be notified immediately. 

DMTC Safety and Health Program Manager and/or Assistant will respond to incident.

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Security dispatch will notify on site medical clinic that an incident has occurred. 

As needed, additional medical assistance will be summoned from local municipal resources, 

DMTC Security will respond to incident and assist with crowd control. If necessary, security will 
provide escort to the medical clinic. 

simultaneously, the on-track physician and medical assistant will be made aware of the incident 
via radio contact, observation of the race via cl 
DMTC Safety or Security Staff, 

and/or replace the on-track unit should it be 
necessary for Unit 9 to leave the track for any reason. 

In the event of a multiple rider down situation Unit 9 will call for immediate backup from Unit 
9A at which time Unit 9A will enter the track (when safe to do so) to assist. If the situation is 
going to require additional response from outside agencies Unit 9 will request outside units 
through Security Dispatch. 

Should incident require ambulance to leave the track prior to the start of the race, Unit 9A will 
immediately move in to position at the starting gates. When this occurs Unit 9A will notify 
stewards via radio that they are in place. 

If for any reason Unit 9A is unavailable CHRB stewards must be notified immediately via the 
official channel. 

As needed, additional medical assistance will be summoned from local municipal resources, 

Paramedic on site of incident will determine the necessary treatment. Riders may be 
transported to the on-site medical facility for further evaluation, observation and triage or the 
Paramedic may determine transport is necessary. Should the Paramedic determine that 
transport is necessary they will alert Security so outside EMS can be dispatched. Paramedics 
have radio contact with Scripps La Jolla and will notify them directly of the transport. Risk 
Management will notify Officials. 

To the extent possible, all care will be provided by the professionals within the DMTC medical 
clinic, 

DMTC Safety and Security staff will immediately respond to the medical clinic to assist with 
event management and access control to the medical clinic, 
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Depending on the nature and severity of injuries, the rider(s) may be transported to one of the 
local hospitals noted within this plan for further medical care and treatment as is needed, 

Any on-track accidents during live racing will be immediately reported to the Safety Manager, 
for analysis review and additional reporting as might be required. 

When one of the ALS units are required to leave the grounds DMTC Security will be notified 
immediately and instructed to call Nor Com for any patron medical aids until unit returns to 
grounds. 

Risk Management Department will provide Jockey Information Health System paperwork and 
Workers Compensation to the hospital for those Jockeys who participate. 

Under no circumstances will information regarding the medical condition of a rider be 
provided to members of the media or others. Any such request should immediately be referred to the 
Director of Media and or President/General Manager. 

The DMTC, Jockey, On-Track Accident Response Plan will be posted in English and Spanish in the 
following locations:

The plan will be reviewed annually prior to the DMTC live racing meet and appropriate changes and 
updates will be made. Regulatory and/or legislative changes that may modify this plan will be included 
as will any changes in medical providers and/or ambulance transport services.

Como mínimo cada ambulancia 
cuenta con un personal Paramédico y un Técnico Médico de Emergencia certificado por 
sus siglas en inglés). Además del departamento de bomberos municipal, con paramédicos y 
servicios de EMT que están preparados y disponibles ya que están situados al lado de la pista. 

DMTC participa en el Sistema de Salud para la Información del Jinete por medio de In Compass. 
Todos los Médicos y Departamento de Gestión de Riesgos tienen acceso a este programa. 

Todo el personal médico en el sitio puede acceder a la información médica de aquellos jinetes 
que participen en el programa. 

Cuando un jinete, que participa en el programa, se accidenta en la pista, el Supervisor de 
Gestión de Riesgos de DMTC accederá e imprimirá la información del Jinete. Esta información, 
junto con la información de Compensación de los Trabajadores se manda junto con el Jinete al 
hospital o se envía por fax directamente a la sala de emergencia del hospital. 

DMTC mantiene una relación profesional con dos hospitales de la zona, tanto los miembros del

o en La Jolla, justo al sur de la pista de DMTC, o en Encinitas, justo al norte de la pista y los dos 
son hospitales de traumatismos Nivel 2. La mayoría de las veces se transporta a nuestros jinetes 
a Scripps La Jolla. Sin embargo, si fuera necesario un hospital del nivel 1, el hospital base (La 
Jolla) dirigiría al Servicio Médico de Emergencia por sus siglas en inglés) a la instalación 
del nivel 1 más cercana como parte del Sistema de Traumatismos del Condado de San Diego. 
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a. La estación base y triaje de Scripps se sitúa en el hospital de La Jolla, cuando se 
necesite un transporte determinado se les pondrá en contacto de inmediato con el 
Personal Médico de la Clínica, Paramédicos o Gestión de Riesgos.

CHRB RULE 1500, APPRENTICE JOCKEY, AND RULE 1619, APPRENTICE ALLOWANCE, TO 

ALIGN WITH CURRENT HEALTH AND SAFETY STANDARDS FOR JOCKEYS. 

Regular Board Meeting 
September 15, 2022 

ISSUE: 

The California Horse Racing Board (Board) is constantly looking for areas to both improve animal and 
human welfare and ensure that rules established by the Board are effectively serving the purposes of 
their intent. As humans evolve and nutrition (and dieting) are better understood, the ability for apprentice 
jockeys to realize the benefit of specified weight allowances is increasingly difficult and unhealthy when 
achieved. In fact, at the lower end of the assigned weight for particular races, most apprentice jockeys 
simply cannot ride at that weight and are therefore not able to realize the intended benefit of the 
allowances provided. Further, the current jockey apprentice allowance rule is difficult to implement 
effectively due to the complexity and specificity. 

ANALYSIS: 

In collaboration with The Jockeys’ Guild the Board is proposing consideration to amend two regulations 
regarding apprentice jockeys to reflect the reality of changing health standards and to clarify allowance 
criteria. Specifically, the Board is proposing amendments to Board Rule 1500, Apprentice Jockey, and 
Board Rule 1619, Apprentice Allowance, to align with proposed language for the Association of Racing 
Commissioner’s International (ARCI) model rule by specifying general license eligibility to include 
modified requirements for five-pound and seven-pound allowances. 

BACKGROUND: 
Business and Professions Code (BPC) section 19440 states the Board shall have all powers necessary 
and proper to enable it to carry out fully and effectually the purposes of this chapter.  Responsibilities of 
the Board shall include adopting rules and regulations for the protection of the public and the control of 
horse racing and pari-mutuel wagering. 

BPC section 19460 provides that all licenses are subject to all rules, regulations, and conditions 
prescribed by the Board. 

BPC section 19562 provides that the Board may prescribe rules, regulations, and conditions, consistent 
with the provisions of BPC Division 8, Chapter 4, under which all horse races with wagering on their 
results shall be conducted in the State of California.

PROPOSED AMENDMENT OF RULE 1500, APPRENTICE JOCKEY 

1500. APPRENTICE JOCKEY. 

(a) An apprentice jockey is a race rider who has ridden less than 40 winners or less than two 

years since first having been licensed in any racing jurisdiction, and who otherwise meets the 

license qualifications of a jockey. 

(b) The apprenticeship of an apprentice jockey shall automatically terminate one year from the 

date of his or her fifthtenth (10th) winning ride, or on the date of his or her 40th winning ride, 

whichever comes later. No apprenticeship shall extend for more than two years from the date of 

the fifthtenth (10th) winning mount, except for good cause the Board may extend the termination 

date of an apprenticeship or amend the conditions under which the apprenticeship is granted. 

(c) Any combination of Thoroughbred, Appaloosa, Arabian or Paint races at authorized race 

meetings in the United States, Canada or Mexico, which are reported in the Daily Racing Form 

or other recognized racing publications, shall be considered in determining eligibility for license 

as an apprentice jockey; provided, however, that any person who has ridden as  a licensed jockey 

in any racing jurisdiction shall have the burden to establish that the granting of an apprentice 

jockey license to him or her is in the best interest of the rider and of Thoroughbred, Appaloosa, 

Arabian or Paint racing in this State. Nothing herein shall prohibit an apprentice jockey contract 

between the apprentice and a qualified employer. 

(d) An applicant for apprentice jockey may be prohibited from riding until the stewards or the 

California Horse Racing Board (CHRB/Board) have sufficient opportunity (not to exceed 14 days) 

to verify the applicant’s previous riding experience. 

(e) The conditions of an apprentice jockey license do not apply to quarter horse racing. A jockey’s 

performances in quarter horse racing do not apply to the conditions of an apprentice jockey 

license. 

(f) An applicant with an approved apprentice certificate may be licensed as an apprentice jockey. 

The apprentice certificate will grant an apprentice all the allowances and conditions as stated in 

this rule, and Rule 1619, Apprentice Allowance. 



      

  

      

       

    

     

              

 

      

 

       

  

    

    

      

     

   

 

 
   

    
 

   
    
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

  

(g) An apprentice certificate may be obtained by from the stewards on a form provided by the 

Board. An individual shall not receive more than one apprentice license. In case of emergencies, 

a copy of the original certificate may be obtained from a CHRB office. 

(h) An apprentice jockey that has ridden less than ten (10) winners may not accept mounts on 

two-year-olds, first time starters, or in turf races, without the prior approval of the stewards. 

(i) The apprentice jockey will be responsible to have their apprentice certificate with them at all 

times. Prior to riding, the apprentice certificate will be submitted to the clerk of scales at each 

racing association in which the apprentice is licensed and riding. 

(j) If an apprentice jockey is unable to ride for a period of seven (7) consecutive days or more 

after the date of their tenth (10th) winning mount because of the services in the national armed 

forces, enrollment in an institution of secondary or higher education, restrictions on racing, 

physical disablement or illnesses, or pregnancy, the stewards or CHRB may extend the time 

during which such apprentice weight allowance may be claimed for a period not to exceed the 

period such apprentice jockey was unable to ride. The CHRB will only take jurisdiction only on 

licenses or certificates which it has issued. All other requests for extensions shall be directed to 

the jurisdiction that approved the apprentice license or certificate.(1) An apprentice jockey can 

submit an Apprentice Jockey Extension Form CHRB Form-248 (New 08/22), which is hereby 

incorporated by reference, to a CHRB licensing office if they meet the requirements of subsection 

(j).

PROPOSED AMENDMENT OF RULE 1619, APPRENTICE ALLOWANCES 

1619. APPRENTICE ALLOWANCE. 

An apprentice jockey shall be allowed the following weight allowances in all Thoroughbred, 
Appaloosa, Arabian and Paintall races, except stake and handicap races, and pursuant to Rule 
1500(d): 

(a) Ten pound allowance beginning with the first mount and continuing until the apprentice has 
ridden five winners. 

(ba)  A seven (7) pound allowance beginning with their first mount and continuing until the 
apprentice has ridden an additional 35 ten (10) winners; and 

(cb) A five (5) pound allowance from their tenth (10th) winner and until the apprentice has ridden 
a total of forty (40) winners, or for one year, whichever comes later.If an apprentice has ridden a 
total of 40 winners prior to the end of a period of one year from the date of riding their fifth winner, 
they shall have an allowance of five pounds until the end of that year. 

(dc) If after one year from the date of his or her fifththeir tenth (10th) winning mount the apprentice 
has not ridden a total of forty 40 winners from the date of their first winning mount, they may 
continue to ride with a five (5) pound weight allowance for one more year from the date of their 
tenth (10th) winning mount or until they have ridden forty (40) winners, the applicable weight 
allowance shall continue for one more year or until the date of the 40th winner, whichever comes 
first.(d) An apprentice allowance may be waived with consent of the steward’s permission at the 
time of entry by the trainer or the trainer’s designee. 

(e) In no event may an apprentice allowance be claimed by more than 2 (two) years from the date 
of the tenth (10th) winning mount, unless an extension has been granted by the stewards or the 
CHRB pursuant to CHRB Rule 1500 (j).

STAFF ANALYSIS 

DISCUSSION AND ACTION BY THE BOARD REGARDING THE PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO 
CHRB RULE 1846.5, POSTMORTEM EXAMINATION, AND RULE 1846.6, POSTMORTEM 

EXAMINATION REVIEW, TO REQUIRE A NECROPSY AND NECROPSY REVIEW OF HORSES 
THAT DIE OR ARE EUTHANIZED WITHIN 72 HOURS OF LEAVING A CHRB REGULATED 

FACILITY.

ISSUE: 
Currently, under California Horse Racing Board (Board) Rules 1846.5, Postmortem Examination, and 
1846.6, Postmortem Examination Review, a postmortem examination, or necropsy, is performed in a 
diagnostic laboratory on every horse that dies within an area under jurisdiction of the Board. All 
euthanizations and deaths that occur at a Board regulated facility, or that occur shortly after leaving 
regulated facilities are reported on the Board website. However, both the Board and the Horse Integrity 
and Safety Authority (HISA) regulations only require necropsies and post mortem reports for horses that 
expire at facilities under the jurisdiction of the Board, even if the horses are euthanized or die shortly 
after leaving a regulated facility as a result of an injury or the sickness that occurred or began at the 
regulated facility. 

ANALYSIS: 
The proposed amendment to Board Rules 1846.5 and 1846.6 would seek to address the above 
described situation. Specifically, the proposed amendments would require that every horse that dies or 
is euthanized in California within 72 hours of leaving a facility under the jurisdiction of the Board be 
required to undergo a postmortem examination. While the proposed amendments to Board Rules 1846.5 
and 1846.6 do not seek to sanction the licensees involved, and statistical reporting already captures 
these horses (which are approximately 2-3 horses per year), a necropsy and a report following the  
investigation of horses who die shortly after leaving a Board regulated facility is critical to understanding 
track related fatalities. Additionally, the proposed amendments to Board Rules 1846.5 and 1846.6 would 
create affirmative duties for the owner and trainer, who are in the best position to know this information, 
and to alert the regulator of a death occurring within 72 hours of leaving a regulated facility. 

BACKGROUND: 
Business and Professions Code (BPC) section 19440 states the Board shall have all powers necessary 
and proper to enable it to carry out fully and effectually the purposes of this chapter.  Responsibilities of 
the Board shall include adopting rules and regulations for the protection of the public and the control of 
horse racing and pari-mutuel wagering. 

BPC section 19444 further states that in performing its responsibilities, the Board may conduct research 
to determine more fully the cause and prevention of horse racing accidents, the effects of drug 
substances on the race horses, and the means for detection of foreign drug substances.

PROPOSED AMENDMENT OF RULE 1846.5, POSTMORTEM EXAMINATION 

1846.5. Postmortem Examination. 

(a) The following shall be required to undergo a postmortem examination at a diagnostic laboratory which 
is under contract with the Board in order to determine the injury or sickness which resulted in euthanasia 
or natural death: 

(1) Every horse which suffers a fatal injury on the racetrack in training or in competition; 

(2) Every horse, or which dies or is euthanized within an area under the jurisdiction of the Board; and 

(3) Every horse which dies or is euthanized in California within 72 hours of leaving a facility under the 
jurisdiction of the Board, shall undergo a postmortem examination at a diagnostic laboratory which is 
under contract with the Board to determine the injury or sickness which resulted in euthanasia or natural 
death. 

(b) Test samples may be obtained from the carcass upon which the postmortem examination is to be 
conducted and sent to the diagnostic laboratory for testing for foreign substances or their metabolites, 
and natural substances at abnormal levels. When practical, test samples shall be procured prior to 
euthanasia. 

(c) The costs associated with transportation to the diagnostic laboratory of any horse which has died 
under the provisions of subparagraph (a) shall be the responsibility of the racing association conducting 
the meeting where the death occurred or the training center or racetrack where death occurred when no 
meeting is in progress. In the case of a horse which dies or is euthanized in California within 72 hours of 
leaving a facility under the jurisdiction of the Board, the costs associated with transportation to the 
diagnostic laboratory shall be the responsibility of the racing association or training facility where the 
horse last resided. The services of the official veterinarian and the laboratory testing of postmortem 
samples for standard necropsy and special equine necropsy examinations shall be made available by 
the Board without charge to the owner. The cost of any additional necropsy examination(s) requested by 
the owner or trainer are the responsibility of the requesting individual. 

(d) Requests for each postmortem shall be filed with the official veterinarian by the owner's or trainer's 
veterinarian within one hour of the death and shall be submitted on a Necropsy Submission Form, CHRB-
72, (Rev. 6/04), hereby incorporated by reference, and which is available at all official veterinarian offices. 
The trainer is co-responsible to supply all information to complete CHRB-72. In the case of a horse which 
dies or is euthanized in California within 72 hours of leaving a facility under the jurisdiction of the Board, 
a request for postmortem shall be filed with the official veterinarian within one hour of the death and the 
request shall be submit a CHRB-72 which is available at all official veterinarian offices. The trainer is the 
absolute insurer of the horse and responsible for the timely submission of CHRB-72 to the extent that the 
trainer exercised care and control at the time of death. The owner of the horse is the joint-absolute insurer 
and is equally responsible for ensuring CHRB-72 is filed. 

(e) If the official veterinarian is not available, the owner's or trainer's veterinarian must phone the 
diagnostic laboratory within one hour of the death and fax or email CHRB-72 to the laboratory as 



     
   

   
        

   
  

    

   
   

   
 

  
 

 

 
   

 
 

 
  

 
  

 
 

 
 

  

notification that the horse is due for necropsy. On the official veterinarian's next scheduled work day, the 
owner's or trainer's veterinarian shall give the original CHRB-72 to the official veterinarian. In the case of 
a horse which dies or is euthanized in California within 72 hours of leaving a facility under the jurisdiction 
of the Board, the owner or trainer must phone the diagnostic laboratory within one hour of death and fax 
or email CHRB-72 to the laboratory as notification that the horse is due for necropsy. On the official 
veterinarian’s next scheduled work day of the racing association or training facility where the horse last 
resided, the owner or trainer shall give the original CHRB-72 to the official veterinarian. 

(f) The racing association, racetrack or training center will notify the transporter within one hour of death 
to have the horse conveyed to the designated laboratory for necropsy. 

(g) Upon completion of the postmortem examination the diagnostic laboratory shall file a written report 
with the Executive Director, the Equine Medical Director and the official veterinarian. 

(h) Each owner and trainer accepts responsibility for the postmortem examination provided herein as a 
requisite for maintaining an occupational license.

PROPOSED AMENDMENT OF RULE 1846.6, POSTMORTEM EXAMINATION REVIEW 

1846.6. Postmortem Examination Review. 

(a) The Board shall conduct a postmortem examination review to determine the circumstances of each 
equine fatality within a California Horse Racing Board (CHRB) inclosure and each equine fatality in 
California within 72 hours of leaving a CHRB inclosure. 

(b) The postmortem examination review shall be conducted by a member of the board of stewards, a 
safety steward and the Equine Medical Director or an official veterinarian designated by the Executive 
Director and Equine Medical Director. 

(c) The trainer of the expired horse will be required to appear before the postmortem examination review 
panel. Additional licensees may also be required to appear at the discretion of the postmortem 
examination review panel. 

(d) The trainer shall make available at the postmortem examination review the training records for the 
expired horse, which shall include exercise, medication and shoeing histories for a minimum of 60 days 
prior to the date of death of the horse. 

(e) All CHRB licensed veterinarians attending or treating a horse having died within a CHRB inclosure or 
in California within 72 hours of leaving a CHRB inclosure shall make available at the postmortem 
examination review a summary medical record covering a minimum of 60 days prior to the date of death 
of the horse, or longer if requested by the postmortem review panel. The summary medical record shall 
include: 

(1) A history or pertinent information as it pertains to the horse’s medical status, including an interpretation 
of all diagnostic imaging and laboratory findings. 

(2) Data, including that obtained by instrumentation, from the physical examination. 

(3) Treatment and intended treatment plan, including medications, dosage and frequency of use. 

(4) All medications and treatments prescribed and dispensed, including strength, dosage, route of 
administration, quantity, and frequency of use. 

(5) Daily progress and disposition of the case. 

(6) Copies of laboratory data, if requested by the postmortem review panel. 

(7) Copies of diagnostic images including but not limited to radiographs, ultrasounds and nuclear 
scintigraphies, if requested by the postmortem review panel. 

(f) The equine medical records described in (e)(6) and (7) of this regulation are the property of the 
veterinary facility that originally ordered them to be prepared and require the authorization of the client 
before the records can be released. 



  
    

 

 
   

  
 

 
 

(g) Upon completion of the postmortem examination review, the postmortem examination review panel 
shall file a written report with the Executive Director and the owner and trainer of the expired horse.
