	Narrative description of incident: On 5/23/2025, I was notified that CHRB urine sample #PR01961 taken on 5/2/2025 from the horse “Bin A Mystery” at Cal Expo was reported contain Diisopropylamine (25 ug/mL).  The horse ran in the 13th race and placed first. The purse amount for this race was $4,400. The trainer of record was John Graham, and the owner of record is Mark Anderson (CHRB License #111873, exp. 10/2026). Diisopropylamine in a horse’s system at the time of testing is a prohibited drug substance, Class 2, Penalty B Violation.
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
