	Narrative description of incident: In July of 2025, Owner Anthony Galluzzi first contacted LARC Racing Office and CHRB with allegations of transfer of ownership of horses without his knowledge or approval and forged.  Galluzzi further alledged the Bill of Sale for Grazen Touch was forged to decieve the CHRB.  The horse Trojan Way was transferred from Galluzzi to Trainer Paul Aguirre on 06/02/2024 and Grazen Touch was trasnferred from Galluzzi to Owner Craig Siedler on 5/16/2025 which each transfer containing a notarized documents.  Galluzzi stated that for the transfers he did not sign nor did he appear before the listed notaries.  Additional information obtained during the investigation alleged from Aguirre that Galluzzi had abandoned the horses which required care and expenses totalling approximately $60,000 and that everything between he and Galluzzi was verbal.  Regarding horse Trojan Way, the notary ledger conatined the signature of Aguirre only and the notary stated that the writing on a portion of the document she notarized was not her writing.  For Horse Grazen Touch, Owner Siedler stated he appeared before the listed Nevada Notary.  The Nevada Notary and his Attorney have not responded to CHRB. It should be noted that with Galluzzi's allegations, CHRB Investigators obtained an email from Galluzzi to CHRB Licensing relinquishing all of his ownership to Aguirre and that he was no longer in the business (email dated 06/19/2025).       
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
