Ruling #11
Jockey Anne Sanguinetti who rode Stein’s Girl in the third race at Golden Gate Fields on
Saturday, August 7, 2021, is suspended three (3) racing days August 20, 21 & 22, 2021; for
violation of California Horse Racing Rule #1688 (Use of Riding Crop — used more than six (6)
times during a race.
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The foregoing Ruling was issued after Ms. Sanguinetti contacted the Stewards, waved her
right to a film review, and accepted the penalty imposed.

RULING #12 — LORENZO LOPEZ

Ruling #12
Jockey Lorenzo Lopez is fined Fifty Dollars ($50.00)* for reporting late to the paddock for the
third race at Golden Gate Fields on Sunday, August 8, 2021; a violation of California Horse
Racing Board Rule #1680 (Jockeys and Drivers to Report).

Jockey Lorenzo Lopez met with the Stewards regarding a report from the paddock judge that
he was very late reporting to the paddock for the third race. Mr. Lopez apologized and said it
would not happen again.

INQUIRY — DISQUALIFICATION — 6™ RACE

The Stewards posted the Inquiry Sign following the sixth race to review an incident near the five
sixteenth pole involving #2 Dealers Hand (Silvio Amador) fifth, #3 Coolcross (Armando
Ayuso) third, #4 Loafers Boy (Pedro Terrero) first and #5 Governance (William
Antongeorgi) sixth.

After considering the patrol judge report, talking with the riders involved and reviewing the video
the Stewards decided unanimously to disqualify #2 Dealers Hand from fifth to sixth. The video
shows #2 Dealers Hand shifts out around the leader #6 Tizona (Catalino Martinez), forces #3
Coolcross and #5 Governance out and the latter clips the heels of #4 Loafers Boy stumbles,

is eased and loses all chance.

CLAIM VOIDED — 8™ RACE

The Stewards voided the claim submitted by Trainer Pablo DeJesus for #3 Mattawa N That in
the eighth race after being notified by the Official Veterinarian Forrest Franklin, DVM that the
three year old gelding was lame in the left foreleg. Mattawa N That was returned Trainer
Blaine Wright’s barn.

Jockey Frank Alvarado who rode Tiz An Edventure in the ninth race at Golden Gate Fields of
Friday, August 13, 2021, is suspended three (3) racing days August 21, 22 and 26, 2021; for
violation of California Horse Racing Board Rule #1688 (Use of Riding Crop-more than six (6)
times in race). The above Ruling was issued after Mr. Alvarado met with the Stewards for a
review of the ninth race on August 13, 2021. The veteran rider acknowledged he was trying
hard to win and did but used his crop seven times during the race.

RULING #14 SEAN MICHAEL PERRY

Ruling #14
Owner Sean Michael Perry, having failed to appear before the Board of Stewards at Golden
Gate Fields on or before August 13, 2021, is suspended effective August 21, 2021, for violation
of California Horse Racing Board Rule #1547 (Failure to Appear) pending an appearance at a
hearing before the Board of Stewards to answer charges alleging violation of California Horse
Racing Board Rule #1876 (Financial Responsibility).

The foregoing Ruling was issued as owner Sean Michael Perry failed to appear for the
scheduled hearing regarding the financial complaint filed against him by San Francisco Equine
(Kenneth Allison, DVM) alleging a debt for services rendered ($5,244.20). Mr. Perry
eventually called the Stewards office requesting a telephonic hearing that was denied.

RULING #15 SILVIO R. AMADOR

Ruling #15
Jockey Silvio R. Amador who rode Dealers Hand in the sixth race at Golden Gate Fields on
Friday, August 13, 2021, is suspended three (3) racing days August 21, 22 and 26, 2021 for
altering course without sufficient clearance in the far turn and causing interference resulting in
the disqualification of his mount from fifth to sixth; a violation of California Horse Racing Board
Rule #1699 (c) & (e) (Riding Rules — Careless Riding).

Mr. Amador and the Stewards reviewed the video of the sixth race from August 13, 2021,
and he admitted he made a poor judgement decision that resulted in interference and a
disqualification.

INQUIRY — NO CHANGE — 10™ RACE

The Stewards posted the Inquiry sign following the tenth race to review an incident in the stretch
involving #1 Misty Cat (Silvio Amador) fourth and #4 Stalking Shadow (Pedro Terrero) who
finished sixth.

The Stewards considered the Patrol Judges Report along with the opinions of the riders
involved and a review of the video then decided unanimously to make the original order of finish
official. The video shows #1 Misty Cat drift out slightly inside the 1/16 pole and #4 Stalking
Shadow to altered course but, the incident was minor and did not alter the outcome.

ACCIDENT — INQUIRY — 12™ RACE

The Stewards posted the inquiry sign for a review the start of the twelfth race. The video shows
#2 Consentia (Leonel Camancho — Flores) stumble and unseat her rider at the start. No other
horses were involved and both horse and rider were uninjured.

RULING #16 — SILVIO AMADOR (REFER 8-14-21°)

Ruling #16
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Jockey Silvio Amador is hereby fined One Hundred Dollars ($100.00)* for failure to appear on
Sunday, August 15, 2021, before the Board of Stewards at Golden Gate Fields as ordered; a
violation of California Horse Racing Board Rule #1930 (Obedience to Security Officers and
Public Safety Officers — film review). The above Ruling was issued as Mr. Amador failed to
appear for a video review of yesterday’s tenth race.

VIDEO REVIEW — ASSAEL ESPINOZA

Jockey Assael Espinoza met with the Stewards for a review of the fifth race from

August 14, 2021. Mr. Espinoza’s mount #2 Aunity Harbor drifted in the stretch and although
he was just clear of a rival, we advised him to make an effort to control his mount. The
Stewards made their point and were unanimous in issuing a warning.

INQUIRY DISQUALIFICATION — 15T RACE

The Stewards posted the Inquiry Sign following the first race to review an incident in the stretch
involving #5 Odessa (Jose Rodriguez) first and #2 Rev Ree (Brayan Pena) who finished
second.

After considering the Patrol Judges Report, interviewing the riders involved and reviewing the
video, the Stewards decided unanimously to disqualify #5 Odessa from first to second place.
The video shows #5 Odessa drifts out in the stretch, forcing #2 Rev Ree off her path and
denied her the opportunity to place where she might have been it not for the interference.

Original Order of Finish: 5—-(2)-1-6-3 -4

Official Order of Finish: (2) -5-1-6-3-4

STEWARDS REVIEW — 4™ RACE

The Stewards conducted a review of the start of the fourth race to show the wagering public that
#8 Rousing Rainstorm (Leonel Camacho-Flores) was afforded a fair start and considered a
Starter by unanimous decision. The video shows the three year old colt broke in air and
dislodged Jockey Camacho-Flores, who then pulled up and dismounted.

INQUIRY- DISQUALIFICATION — 11™ RACE

The Stewards posted the Inquiry sign following the eleventh race for a review of interference in
the stretch involving five horses. After interviewing the riders involved, taking into consideration
the Patrol Judges Report, and reviewing the video, the Stewards decided unanimously to
disqualify #4 Ted (Brayan Pena) from third to tenth for interference affecting four rivals.

The video shows #4 Ted (third) swing out for racing room into #6 KPD Day (Frank Alvarado)
(eighth), forcing that one into #9 Que Sera Sir Ralph (Armando Ayuso) (ninth), who then
bumped #8 | Will Yeah (IRE) (Santos Rivera) (tenth) into #10 Freeport Joe (Assael
Espinoza), the eventual winner.
